The SEAMEO Regional Centre for QITEP in Science Governing Board 

(GB) is the Centre's highest policy -making body. The GB consists    

representatives from each SEAMEO member country who are nominat-
ed by their respective Ministers/Secretaries of Education and appointed 

by the SEAMEO Council. The GB is responsible for the Centreôs opera-

tional policies. The SEAMEO    Secretariat (SEAMES) Director and the 

Director  of the Centre serve as ex -officio members of the Board.  

SEAMEO Regional Centre for Quality Improvement of Teachers and  

Education Personnel (QITEP) in Science conducted the First Governing 

Board Meeting (GBM) at Arion Swiss -Belhotel, Bandung on 21 st-24 th  

September 2010.  The opening ceremony was held on 21 st  September 
2010. Dr. Herwindo Haribowo, Advisory Staff of the Minister of National 

Education of the Republic of Indonesia, representing the Minister of 

National Education, officially opened the 1 st  SEAMEO QITEP in Science 

Governing Board Meeting.  

The GB Meeting was attended by seven representatives from Brunei 

Darussalam, Cambodia, Lao PDR, Indonesia, Philippines, Singapore 

and Thailand. The observers were from the Ministry of Education of 

Thailand and SEAMEO Regional Center for Quality Improvement of 

Teacher and Education Personnel in language, Jakarta.

The GB Member from  Malaysia, Dato Dr. Haili bin Dolhan, sent his 

apology for his absence. Another member who couldnot come was Mr.
